Why Are Unwanted Objects Called “White Elephants”?

There is a white elephant that lives mainly in Thailand. Also, within the Buddhist
religion the white elephant is a sacred animal. At the time when Thailand was
called Siam, its kings would keep white elephants because of their sacred position.
They were kept in absolute splendour. If the kings of Siam wanted to ruin a person,
they could do so by giving a gift of a white elephant to that person. Even though it
was given in honour, it would ruin the person, as on the one hand, he couldn’t give
the gift away and on the other, he couldn’t afford the great expense of keeping
such a sacred animal in splendour.

The truth of the matter is that in the 11" century peasants in India used to sell their
unwanted goods from the back of an elephant. The elephants often turned white
with fear when crowds of people appeared. Later the phrase “white elephant” was
applied to any unwanted item.
